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Speedfinish, the fast finishing process

Be it rollers for the steel, iron or paper industry, for rubber and plastics processing or in the food industry – the roller surface quality is always reflected in the final product. Typical in this regard are precisely defined peak-to-valley heights obtained by grinding or ultra-fine grinding, but also high-gloss polished surfaces which can only be achieved by superfinishing followed by polish finishing. These surface qualities are produced every day around the world by specialized roller manufacturing companies. But also the operators of calender, printing or rolling mills often have the know-how to grind or superfinish the required roller surface with full process reliability.  

The technological and, in some cases, secret production expertise is only one of the ingredients of success in roller machining. The other factor is the knowledge about cost-effective production processes. In this context, the conventional grinding process represents a non-negligible cost factor, and one that can be influenced.

With the Speedfinish® process developed by Supfina Grieshaber which is already being applied in production, grinding time can be considerably reduced. One example: Whereas the conventional grinding process needs 0.33 hours to regrind a work roll in order to remove 0.01 mm of material, obtain a peak-to-valley height of Ra 0.25 µm and a homogeneous grinding surface free of grinding marks, the Speedfinish® process accomplishes this task in only 0.08 hours.   
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
